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THE WORLD AND CINEMA IN 2018

The world and cinema. That is always the issue, already recognized by Roberto Rossellini, and a subject Jean-Luc
Godard never stopped questioning (as demonstrated in Le livre d’image). It is not an ordinary binary relation in
which cinema becomes a sociological reflection of the world, but rather an open discussion. Therefore, the
debate and the cinematic offerings must be kept high, possibly very high, so as to avoid the ordinary shortcuts
that bring us the comfort of what we already know, while increasing the always bewildering pleasure of
discovery. To the principle of (un)reality of the common discourse, we oppose the principles of discontinuity,
pleasure, bewilderment, sensuality, risk, of the unfamiliar and the unknown. To those who stiffly build barriers
evoking restrictive identities, we oppose all the possibilities that cinema (and the world, and the body) can still
offer. Fassbinder used to say that one should go to the movies to have new experiences. Not only: there is no
need for a happy ending in cinema, because if people always found it there, they would stop searching for a
happy ending in their own lives, outside the cinema.

The Venice Film Critics” Week is an observatory from which cinema seems like a hotbed in full activity. Yesterday’s
maps are already out of date, while today’s challenges are irresistible and it is for us a unique privilege to be able
to host them. Not only: comforted by the success of last year’s edition (beyond all expectations) we tried to
enlarge even more the horizon of our gaze. Thus, trying to reach worlds and perspectives that we had not even
imagined yet.

This year’s selection opens with Tumbbad, an Indian fantasy film, a parable about greed that travels at the speed
of an Emilio Salgari’s story shot by Steven Spielberg. Indulging in the pleasure of circularity, the closing film is
Dachra, a Tunisian horror that tackles the conflict between tradition and modernity through the hope for a
revolution that is not yet accomplished.

Sub-Saharan Africa is back with aKasha, a brilliant comedy stripped from the horrors of Sudan’s civil war, in which
Plautus embraces the venerable Ousmane Sembeéne. As for Italy, we enthusiastically welcome Saremo giovani e
bellissimi (We’ll Be Young and Beautiful), the feature debut of Letizia Lamartire, who was revealed in the 2017
edition of SIC@SIC thanks to her short film Piccole italiane (Little Italian Girls). French cinema is represented by
Bétes blondes (Blonde Animals), a surreal and otherworldly comedy that no doubt will leave a very strong mark.
German cinema faces the ghosts of reunification with Adam & Evelyn, a sentimental coming-of-age story in the
shadow of the fall of the Berlin wall.

Documentary is also present at the 33" edition of the Film Critics’ Week with Still Recording, a film that presents
an unprecedented and genuinely innovative look at the Syrian war inferno from the inside. Montenegro debuts at
the Critics’ Week with You Have the Night, a magnificent and painful poem about the vanishing of an entire
world. Finally, M the debut film by Finnish pop star Anna Eriksson, who brings us a visceral and mysterious
experimental horror, curated by the filmmaker herself down to the last detail, from directing to colour correction
and all the different stages of sound mixing.

This wide-ranging selection tries to avoid in all possible ways all the commonplaces and the easier solutions,
opening up to the unknown and, mainly, to the pleasure of the future. A future yet to be invented, hopefully

together.

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THE VENICE INTERNATIONAL FILM CRITICS’ WEEK — A HISTORY OF DEBUTS

Throughout the years, the Venice International Film Critics’ Week, founded in 1984 by Italian film historian and
critic Lino Micciché, selected first feature films by emerging directors who then went on establishing themselves
in the international panorama.

In 1985, Kevin Reynolds presented a film that became a cult movie: Fandango. The following year, the sidebar
screened Désordre by debutant Olivier Assayas, (Best Director at 2016 Cannes for Personal Shopper). The British
director and scriptwriter Mike Leigh joined the 1988 selection with High Hopes and sixteen years later came back
to Venice to win the Golden Lion with Vera Drake. That same year, the section premiered Let’s Get Lost, the
directorial debut of legendary fashion photographer Bruce Weber, later Oscar nominee. 1989 is the year of O
Sangue, the first feature fiction film by celebrated Portuguese filmmaker Pedro Costa (No Quarto da Vanda,
Juventude em marcha, Cavalo Dinheiro). In 1993 Bryan Singer, cult director of The Usual Suspects and the “X-
Men” saga, debuted at the Venice Critics’ Week with his thriller Public Access. In 1997, the sidebar brought to
light Gummo, the debut film by one of the most prominent names in today’s US indie cinema, Harmony Korine.
The following year, Peter Mullan debuted with Orphans, and in 2002 won the Golden Lion with his sophomore
film The Magdalene Sisters. In 1999, Argentinean director Pablo Trapero premiered Mundo Grua, which went on
winning many awards around the world. In 2000, La faute a Voltaire by Abdellatif Kechiche — director and
scriptwriter of La vie d’Adele, Cannes Palme d’Or in 2014 — won the Lion of the Future Award. That same year, the
selection included You Can Count on Me by debutant Kenneth Lonergan, Oscar winner in 2017 for Best Script for
Manchester by the Sea. In recent years, Tanna (2015) by Bentley Dean and Martin Butler landed the nomination
for Best Foreign Language Film at the 2017 Academy Awards, whereas The Last of Us by Ala Eddine Slim won the
2016 Lion of the Future and later triumphed at the African Academy Awards.

The Venice International Film Critics’ Week also hosted the debuts of some of the most influential Italian
directors: Carlo Mazzacurati’s talent came to under the spotlight in 2010 with Notte italiana. La stazione (1990)
was the directorial debut of actor Sergio Rubini and won the Best First Feature Film prize, which the following
year went to Antonio Capuano for Vito e gli altri. Roberta Torre debuted in 1997 with Tano da morire, which later
won the David di Donatello, the Globo d’Oro and the Nastro d’Argento for Best Emerging Director. In 2001,
Tornando a casa marked Vincenzo Marra’s debut collecting several awards, a few years later he was back at
Venice with Vento di terra (2004), winning the Orizzonti Special Mention. In 2003, Salvatore Mereu debuted with
Ballo a tre passi, special mention Lion of the Future — “Luigi De Laurentiis” Award; and in 2007 Andrea Molaioli
presented La ragazza del lago, earning the Pasinetti Award and ten David di Donatello awards. In 2012 actor Luigi
Lo Cascio presented his first film, La citta ideale. The following year, the sidebar opened with L’arte della felicita,
the first feature film by the renowned Neapolitan animation artist Alessandro Rak (who created the Venice Critics’
Week opening sequence), confirming once again the taste for discovery of a section that searches tirelessly today
for new gazes on tomorrow.

After premiering at the 32™ Venice Film Critics’ Week, the films selected in 2017 collected several awards and
attended nearly sixty festivals and cinematic events, such as the film festivals in Rotterdam, Istanbul, Zurich,
Taipei, Seattle, San Sebastian, Vilnius, Sdo Paulo, Chicago, Munich, Tokyo, SXSW and IndieLisboa. In 2017, the
Venice Film Critics’ Week Audience Award went to Temporada de caza, by Argentinean director Natalia Garagiola,
Team Hurricane by Annika Berg won the Verona Film Club Award and Les Garg¢ons sauvages by Bertrand Mandico
earned the Mario Serandrei — Hotel Saturnia Award.

The Venice International Film Critics’ Week (SIC) is an independent and parallel section organized by the
National Union of Italian Film Critics (SNCCI) during the 75 Venice International Film Festival (29" August — 8"
September, 2018). The programme includes a selection of seven debut films in competition and two special
events out of competition, all presented in world premiere screenings. The selection is curated by the General
Delegate of the Venice Critics’ Week Giona A. Nazzaro together with the members of the selection committee
Luigi Abiusi, Alberto Anile, Beatrice Fiorentino and Massimo Tria.

THE AWARDS

The seven feature films in competition at the 33" Venice International Film Critics’ Week are eligible for the
Audience Award, realized thanks to the support of Sun Film Group and consisting of a € 5,000 prize.

Furthermore, the films in competition are eligible for the following prizes:
e Verona Film Club Award
Bestowed by a jury composed of the members of the Verona Film Club and awarded to the most
innovative film in the section.
e Mario Serandrei — Hotel Saturnia Award for Best Technical Contribution
Sponsored by the Hotel Saturnia in Venice and conferred by a committee of experts.

“Luigi De Laurentiis” Award for a Debut Film

The seven films in competition at the Venice Critics’ Week, as all the debut feature films presented in the various
competitive sections of the Venice Film Festival (Official Selection and Independent and Parallel Sections) are
eligible for the Lion of the Future — “Luigi De Laurentiis” Venice Award for a Debut Film. An International Jury of
no more than 5 personalities from the world of cinema and culture from various countries, including one
producer, will award a prize of 100,000 US dollars, donated by Filmauro, to be divided equally between the
director and the producer. No joint awards will be permitted.

Synopsis

Adnan is a Sudanese revolutionary who is considered a war hero. His love for his AK47 rifle is equalled
only by his feelings for Lina, his long-suffering sweetheart. When Adnan is late to return to his military
unit after his leave, army commander Blues launches a kasha: the rounding up and arresting of truant
soldiers. Adnan is caught-off guard and makes a run for it with his friend Absi. The two unlikely friends
plot ways to reunite Adnan with his gun — and with Lina — while avoiding their fellow soldiers. Through a
series of wry and humorous incidents over 24 hours, we explore life and ideology in rebel-held areas of
Sudan.

hajooj kuka (1976) is Sudanese. His 2014 feature documentary Beats of the Antonov premiered at the
Toronto International Film Festival and won the People’s Choice Documentary Award. It was broadcast
on POV, the PBS television series featuring independent nonfiction films, and has been selected at more
than sixty festivals worldwide, collecting several awards. Hajooj also trains and works with young
filmmakers in Sudan.

Andreas Goldstein (1964) was born in East Berlin, where he trained as a composer and attended cultural and
drama studies at the Humboldt-Universitat. Later on, he attended the Film and Television Academy "Konrad
Wolf" in Potsdam-Babelsberg and studied directing. He had his first experience as assistant director with Peter
Voigt. He worked as a freelance producer for Next Film (Laurens Straub) until 2008, when he founded Oktoberfilm
GbR, together with Susanne Binninger. Since then, he has been working as a producer and author, occasionally
also as a writer of texts on film theory and criticism.

Maxime Matray (1973) is Swiss and studied at the Ecole Nationale Supérieure d'Arts a la Villa Arson in Nice.

In 2006, Alexia and Maxime started working together on the short film Twist, which won the Grand Prix at the
Entrevues Belfort Film Festival. Since then, they have directed several short films together. Bétes Blondes is their
first feature film.

Synopsis

Saeed is a young cinephile trying to teach film rules to other young people in Eastern Ghouta, Syria, but the reality
they face is too harsh to respect any rules. Saeed’s friend, Milad, is on the other side of the fence; in Damascus, a
city under the control of the Assad regime, finishing his studies in Fine Arts. At one point, Milad decides to leave
the capital and joins Saeed in a Douma under siege, where they set up a local radio station and a recording studio.
They hold the camera to film everything, until one day it is the camera that films them.

Saeed Al Batal (1988) was born in Tartous, Syria. He is a photographer and filmmaker. He is one of the founders
of “Humans of Syria”, of the online gallery “Sam Lenses” and of several other projects. He worked as a radio
reporter for many broadcasting companies, such as NPR - National Public Radio e DR - Denmark Radio.

Ghiath Ayoub (1989) was born in Damascus, where he graduated from the faculty of Fine Arts in 2013. He is a
videographer and sound recordist with directing and producing experience in fiction and factual films. He has
been teaching visual communication and art therapy to refugee children in Lebanon. He founded 88km, an open
workspace for artists in Beirut, and teamed up with many no profit organizations, such as “Humans of Syria”, as
graphic designer and director of short films presented in several international exhibition spaces.

Anna Eriksson (1977) spent most of her childhood and teenage years traveling around the world and, from early
age, she studied music and singing. After graduating, she recorded her first aloum, which instantly became a huge
hit in Finland. She has recorded ten albums since, four of which she wrote and produced. She has won many
awards, including two Emma prizes (the Finnish Grammy) and one Teosto Prize, one of the major art awards in
the Nordic countries. In 2013, she put her musical career on hold to start working on her first feature film, M.

After presenting her short film Piccole ltaliane (Little Italian Girls) last year during the second edition of SIC@SIC,
Letizia Lamartire now debuts with a bittersweet intergenerational comedy. An affectionate and pop gaze that can
grasp the passage to the most fragile dark moments of life with emotion and tenderness. An unusual musical; the
Italian comedy that reinvents itself and is born again.

Synopsis:

In the early 90s, Isabella was eighteen years old and she was a star. She released an album that had a lot of
success and for a whole summer, it was on all the radios and television channels. After that, nothing. More than
twenty years later, she is still singing those same songs in small town bars with her son Bruno, a guitar player. It is
because of him that her career stopped, or at least this is what she tells herself. Bruno and Isabella seem more
like brother and sister rather than mother and son. They are connected through a sometimes rather morbid
relationship, united against all. This connection is broken when Bruno meets Arianna, the lead singer of a rock
band who asks him to join her band.

Letizia Lamartire (1987) graduated from both the Conservatory in music and from the Accademia dello Spettacolo
UNIKA in Bari, in acting. She then went on studying directing at the Centro Sperimentale di Cinematografia in
Rome. Her graduation short film Piccole italiane (Little Italian Girls) had its world premiere at the 32" Venice
International Film Critics’ Week. We'll Be Young and Beautiful is her first feature film.

Furthermore, this
small gender coincidence seems to naturally answer the strong need of a women's cinema. Summing all these
factors, we reach the impossible: the squaring of the circle. And we did it twice.

The third edition of SIC@SIC (Short Italian Cinema @ Settimana Internazionale della Critica) offers a selection of
seven short films in competition by Italian directors who have not yet embarked on a full-length film, and three
special events, all screened in world premiere. The short films programme is part of the 33™ Venice International
Film Critics’ Week and is curated by the General Delegate Giona A. Nazzaro with the members of the selection
committee Luigi Abiusi, Alberto Anile, Beatrice Fiorentino and Massimo Tria. The programme was born thanks
to the synergy between the National Union of Italian Film Critics’ (SNCCI) and the Istituto Luce-Cinecitta as one
of the initiatives supporting the development of the new Italian cinema and promoting young filmmakers.

THE AWARDS

The seven short films in competition are eligible for the following prizes to be bestowed by a jury composed of
the members of the Woche der Kritik (Berlin Film Critics’ Week), headed by Michael Hack:
e Award for Best Short Film
sponsored by Frame by Frame and consisting of post-production services for the next short film by the
winning director.
e Award for Best Director Award
sponsored by Stadion Video and consisting of the English subtitling for the next short film by the winning
director.
e Award for Best Technical Contribution Award
sponsored by Fondazione Fare Cinema and consisting of an invitation to the 2019 edition of the Advanced
Training Course in Film Directing “Fare Cinema”.

AFTER VENICE

After premiering in Venice, the short films presented at SIC@SIC will be promoted at an international level by the
Department for International Promotion of Contemporary Cinema of the Istituto Luce-Cinecitta through a series
of initiatives and festivals, such as, the Mostra de Cinema Italia de Barcelona (Short Films Competition section)
programmed in Spain in December 2018. Furthermore, the short films will be made available for industry
professionals through the online platforms Festival Scope Pro and Italian Short Film Video Library — a tool for the
promotion of Italian short films realized by the Centro Nazionale del Cortometraggio (Italian Short Film Center) in
collaboration with Istituto Luce-Cinecitta. Last but not least, at the end of November 2018 they will attend the
TSFM — Torino Short Film Market, organized by the Italian Short Film Center.

After screening at the second edition of SIC@SIC, the seven short films selected in 2017 have been travelling the
world. In less than nine months, they have already attended almost seventy festivals and cinematic events -
including Karlovy Vary, New York, IDFA, Bilbao, Linz, to name a few — and have won nearly twenty awards, such as
the Nastro d’Argento Prize, the award for Best Short Film at the Arcipelago Film Festival and the prize for Best
Female Director at the London Independent Film Awards. Some directors of the “class” of 2017 are working on
their first feature film, or have already finished it.

Synopsis

(2006) and The Sea (2007). She wrote and directed the episodes “Indian Dream” and “Finché morte non ci separi”
for the film Feisbum (2009) and the feature film Febbre da Fieno (2011).
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The disruptive creative strength of Stefano Tamburini in the image of the 33™ Venice
International Film Critics’ Week

An homage to the work of the creator of Ranxerox who (re)invented Italian graphic design in the 80s

The Venice International Film Critics’ Week dedicates the image of its 33™ edition to
the unforgettable and stunning creative genius of Stefano Tamburini. Graphic designer
and narrator through images, Tamburini greatly experimented with different
techniques and visual languages, both in comics and in editorial and advertising graphic
design, until he prematurely passed away in 1986. In his brief but intense career,
Tamburini marked the history of Italian and international graphic design. The image
chosen to represent the 2018 edition of the Venice Film Critics’ Week was created as
an editorial illustration and first appeared in issue 11 of Frigidaire magazine. It shows
one of the main techniques used by Tamburini, who ransacked fashion magazines and
recreated its images through collages of coloured cardboards, with an eye on Matisse’s
papier découpé and on the advertising illustrations by futurist artist Fortunato Depero.
By choosing Tamburini, the Venice Film Critics’ Week goes back to the future, paying
homage to an innovative and avant-garde artist who almost forty decades ago re-invented the world of images
with a series of extraordinary, ground-breaking “debut artworks”, that still today, carry an astonishing strength of
rupture and freshness.

The General Delegate of the Venice International Film Critics' Week, Giona A. Nazzaro, explained: “Stefano
Tamburini embodies the most lively and creative energy of 1977."You need muscle to do graphic design,' he used
to say. His work announced a clear break with the past. Politics, fashion, music, comics, and graphic design:
nothing will ever be the same after the Tamburini tsunami. On Italian graphic design and comics, he had the same
devastating impact as the Sex Pistols did on music: a feverish laboratory, pulsing with life, energy and future.
Creator of the controversial anti-hero Ranxerox and author of unprecedented musical cut-ups, he is a rallying call
for all the creative insurgencies that signposted ‘77. By paying homage to Tamburini, the Venice Critics’ Week
consciously aspires to bridge the gap between yesterday’s creative urges and the best energies of today’s finest
cinema. A rite of passage. Because the future is not yet written. And the future of cinema even less so."

Stefano Tamburini (1955 — 1986) - After his debut in 1974 in the underground magazine Combinazioni, Tamburini
starts to collaborate as a graphic designer and illustrator for Stampa Alternativa, a counter-information agency
based in Rome. Three years later, he actively participates in the actions and struggle of the ‘77 Movement,
depicting its mood in the pages of Cannibale, a magazine he created together with Massimo Mattioli, Filippo
Scozzari, Andrea Pazienza and Tanino Liberatore. With Liberatore they soon strengthen a fruitful artistic
collaboration that will bring to life Ranxerox, the comic book character that will make him famous. In 1980, with
Vincenzo Spagna and Filippo Scozzari he founds the monthly comic magazine Frigidaire, which becomes a space
for his graphic experimentation: from collages with coloured cardboard and leftover printing material from the
typography room, to the use of nail polish on fashion photographs, from distorted photocopies to the
manipulation of Polaroids. For Frigidaire he also creates comics with non-conventional techniques: painting on
fashion photographs or using distorted photocopies combined with Copy Art technique. Furthermore, Tamburini
signs a column under the pseudonym Red Vinyle, with which he incarnates an arrogant and ruthless music critic.
In those same years, he starts writing lyrics, put to music by Maurizio Marsico, with whom he creates musical and
artistic performances in hip places. While the popularity of Ranxerox grows, expanding his presence in the most
important international comic books, Tamburini undertakes new creative paths in advertising and fashion. In
1986, at the peak of his success, he passes away. He is only 33 years old.
